Background to the attachment

The aim of the firm is to learn the clinical skills that will be the basis for your medical career. As a teaching hospital, the majority of patients are used to, and often enjoy the opportunity to talk to students and be examined by them. Your priority at this stage is to learn about general medicine and to develop your clinical skills and to develop the skills you will be using in a few weeks as a newly-qualified doctor. Whilst some of our endocrine patients may have complex diagnoses, they invariably have many other general medical issues and often have excellent clinical signs.
