Aims of this attachment
Your main aim is to learn how to take a good history and how to examine a patient fully. You will also need to learn more about management of acute general medical problems, and gain some exposure to the more specialist aspects of diabetes, endocrinology, renal medicine, urology and breast surgery.

Teaching
You have the following teaching sessions each week, which ALL STUDENTS should attend: 
Clinical skills teaching with registrar – Monday pm (subject to availability)
Teaching with Dr Perera – Tues am (Monday pm when she is on the wards)
PBL and general medicine with Dr T Chowdhury – Wednesday am (this may vary from week to week)
Clinical skills teaching with Dr S Coppack – Fri pm

An attendance register is taken, and you should attend these sessions even when you are on-call. Due to on-call, sick patients or leave, these sessions may be cancelled at short notice. We apologise for this, but will make every effort to inform you well in advance if we have to cancel.
Clinics
There are a number of clinics you should rotate through to gain exposure to outpatient specialties. These are booked via Nicola Palmer in the postgraduate centre, Ashfield St. Please note that as clinics are very busy there is limited scope for formal teaching in the clinics.

Clerking
You should aim to fully clerk 3-5 patients per week.  During the firm you should hand in at least 10 written clerkings for Consultant review. One student at a time should take the responsibility for keeping an up-to-date list of the firm’s patients and allocating them equitably to the other students on the firm.

SSC
You are expected to undertake an SSC during your attachment. 
Assessments  
At the end of the firm there will be a formal evaluation of your performance.

Liaison with Endo firm at SBH
There will be some opportunity to gain exposure to in patient and out patient endocrinology at SBH, and we encourage some sharing of opportunities with students on the endo firm at SBH. Dr Maralyn Druce will advise you on these opportunities on your first day.
